How to View Student Performance in Total Reader
Option A: To view an individual Student’s performance:
Log into Total Reader as a teacher and click on “My Students” in the gray menu bar on the top. 
Click on the name of a student to view their individual Student Progress Report.
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The Student Progress Report will indicate the student’s:
Monthly Average Lexile (AYP)
Current Lexile score 
Frequency of use




Link to Suggested Reading  
Lexile History (last 10) 
Their Lexile Reading ranges

History and performance on the last 10 passages
Option B: To evaluate a student’s performance relative to National Averages:
Step 1: Log into Total Reader as a teacher and click on “Reports” in the gray menu bar on the top. 
Click on “Class Report” in the Aggregate Reporting Section
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Step 2: To get the most recent data updated, click on the                                            button on the left below the Grouping/Sorting Options box. Wait until the page has completely downloaded. You will see a list of your students and their Reading Goup. An example:
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The Developers of Total Reader have used the following chart to group readers into three levels – Advanced, Proficient, or Need Intervention. The chart represents the Lexile ranges of students, grade by grade, falling into the 50-75th percentile on a national average. Based upon these national averages, you will see these grouping indicators:

The Total Reader groupings are just suggestions. Individual teachers, schools and districts often establish their own Lexile levels to identify Proficient or Advanced achievement rather than using national averages. In some schools, students are required to achieve a designated Lexile level to be promoted out of reading courses.
For evaluation and remediation strategies, one suggestion that you may want to consider is to have a struggling student read a story, answer all the cloze items questions, but not click yet on “Yes” or “No” to the questions at the end that states “Did you like the story?” Before clicking on this and activating the scoring engine, you may want to go over the answers with them since they are still viewable as insertions in the story. Because this is an assessment, they will not be able to change the answers but their reasoning for the answers may give you some insight as to where they may need help. When you have gone over their answers together, then they can click on “Yes” or “No” and it will activate the scoring. One caution is that they should not take too much time between answering the last question (cloze item) and when they click to score it since the program does automatically log out a student after 10 minutes of inactivity. This method with them will allow you to understand the level of their reading skills and to provide directed instruction for remediation. This will also allow you to provide encouragement and affirmation for correct answers.
Remember that is not unusual for a student’s measure to remain static over several weeks. While students rarely see big jumps in their scores in one session, we have found that they are very motivated by seeing their scores improve over time.
Option C: To view the history of a student’s reading selections and scores:
Log into Total Reader as a teacher and click on “My Students” in the gray menu bar at the top. 

Scroll down to a student's name, and on the far right click on "Review":
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A pop-up window will open showing the history of the student’s passages:

Notice that the most recent passage is at the top of the list. You can also see the date/time stamp, which allows you to approximate the length of time the student took before starting the next passage--i.e., about how much time he or she spent reading and filling in the blanks. (Caution: students sometimes just click on a story and then do other things to make it appear that they are taking their time reading the passage.) Total Reader passages vary in estimated reading time from 3 minutes to 15 minutes or more. Longer passages have more questions. The Student Progress Report will help you determine whether a student is rushing through the passages.

Look at your students’ earlier results as well. You may have a student who had scored well on several high-Lexile passages, but then began performing poorly even on lower-level passages. This may be an indication that he or she has the ability--but has lost the motivation--to do the work correctly. 
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
